Cycling-Cycle hire – Members were circulated the proposals from the Strawberry Line for an 85 mile non traffic route which would take in Clevedon. Members were keen to promote the Clevedon to Weston link.
ACTION PH to obtain an update from NSC
[bookmark: _GoBack]Members noted the comments received from the public re the lack of cycle stands on the sea front. It was AGREED to obtain costings to install a set by the Marine Lake or the Little Harp pub; possible funding from s106 money or sponsorship from Little Harp & Salthouse Pub.
ACTIONS PH to obtain costs and ascertain balance of s106 money
Creative Quarter – This was still on hold pending NSC review. Due to time constraints the Curzon had not gone for funding to employ a funding/project manager for major comprehensive bid. Members discussed the concept of a comprehensive bid incorporating the requirements under the Economic plan.
ACTION PH to arrange a separate meeting to draw up the elements of the comprehensive plan and agree details for the funding request. [5th October]

Seating area Alexandra Road/the Beach – members were informed that meetings had taken place with NSC who are leading the project with The Civic Society. It is hoped to start at the beginning of September. NSC tree officer has agreed the necessary tree works above the area. Members were pleased that this project to clean up an eyesore on the sea front would begin soon.

Pier Copse Toilets – The Clevedon Pier & Heritage Trust were just awaiting funding to commence the refurbishment of the toilets; all other aspects being in place.

The BID draft document had been discussed by the BID Steering Group and some amendments proposed. A copy of the final draft would be circulated to the CCT members

Discussions had been held by the BID Steering Group with NSC re the loss of retail units and the acceptance that if shops are empty any use will do. The role of the Economic Development Team was questioned; members were reminded that a meeting of the CCT with the Economic Development Team was being arranged. Concern was expressed as to how proactive the EDT were in promoting Clevedon, and ceasing any opportunity to bring potential business into the town, plus highlighting and “selling” available empty units.
ACTION PH to arrange a meeting, draft agenda to be circulated to CCT members

Members discussed the area of the BID noting that the inclusion of Castlewood would include all the tenants in the building; it would need to be checked if each tenant had an individual voice or would NSC speak for all. It was noted that Clevedon Town Council fell within the BID area but there had been no approaches made to the Council by the Steering Group to ascertain the Council view. The response received by the BID Steering Group had been very positive with only a couple of known negative responses.
