1. NSC UPDATE - Mr S Banbury Senior Area Officer (North) on holiday. No report.

2. HILL ROAD CHRISTMAS LIGHTS 2008/2009 — Mr N Shepherd, Christmas Lights Contractor,
Mr R Hughes and another member of Hill Road Traders in attendance. Mr Hughes hoped a permanent
solution to the Christmas lights provision in Hill Road could be achieved this year. The Traders had investigated
erecting permanent purpose made aluminium poles on the Alexandra Gardens side of the road where the pavement
is wider. The poles would be similar to those in Nailsea and could hold the strings of Christmas lights, also hanging
baskets in the summer. He considered 10 poles, 15m apart, would be required at a cost approximately of £360 +
VAT per pole. Mr Hughes had been unable to obtain information on the installation cost of the Nailsea poles. It was
felt installation could be as much as £4,000 and would probably have to be carried out by a NSC authorised
contractor. Mr Shepherd advised that the poles should be at least 5-6m high to discourage access by vandals. The
Hill Road Traders hoped to assist with half of the cost of providing the poles from funding specifically raised for the
lights. Mr Hughes is investigating the possibility of sponsorship for either the poles or hanging baskets.

The Chairman observed Clevedon Town Council had no funding specifically set aside for new displays only a sum
for annual maintenance and erection of the lights. See min AM/08/15 for further actions agreed.

3. CHRISTMAS LIGHTS 2007/08

Arising from last season’s installation the Christmas Lights Contractor

could foresee no major maintenance/safety issues in connection with the Triangle lights this year. To be
able to extend lights further down the shopping area another location for an electric meter was required at the Great
Western Road end of Old Church Road.
